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The 2009 North American International Livestock Exposition (NAILE) will be the 

host for the inaugural show for Fullblood Simmental cattle.  The North American 

Fullblood Simmental Show, "The Pinnacle", will be held on November 18th at 

6:30 p.m.  The Judge will be Jim Williams from Boling, Texas. 

  

The show is open to Fullblood Simmental cattle registered with the American 

Simmental Association or the Canadian Simmental Association.  Original registra-

tion papers from either the ASA or the CSA must accompany the cattle at time of 

check-in. 

  

The show will consist of Fullblood Simmental cattle with 6 classes for females 

and 6 classes for bulls.  The female classes will consist of females born on or af-

ter September 1, 2007 to May 31, 2009.  The bull classes will consist of bulls born 

on or after January 1, 2007 to May 31, 2009. 

  

There will also be a cow/calf pairs class and will consist of cows born before Sep-

tember 1, 2007 with natural calf at side born after March 31, 2009. 

  

As of this date , we have 18 FULLBLOOD BREEDERS AND 60 HEAD OF CATTLE 

COMMITTED!!!!  And, there are another 8 to 10 breeders with about 20 head of 

Fullbloods who are considering participating.   

  

Since the deadline for entries is October 1, 2009 there is plenty of time for other 

Fullblood breeders to take part and join this effort.  A common problem has been 

that our breeders are not set up to handle the breaking, fitting and show-

ing.  Please let us know if you would like to contact one of the fitters who have 

agreed to help should you want to be a part of this exciting event.
